Please be sure that any changes to a student’s 

dismissal is in writing to the homeroom teacher 

by 8:55am.  The office is unable to take any 

phone calls to change a student’s dismissal pro-

cedure after 1:00pm unless it is an emergency.   

The student’s instructional day ends at 3:25pm 

so we ask that students do not leave school 

early unless absolutely necessary.  Doctor’s 

notes may be required the following day when 

signing a student out early.   

Please continue to follow appropriate proce-

dures.  Stay in your car and DRIVE SLOW when 

in the parking lots.  Thank you again for your pa-

tience as we dismiss over 700 students safely in 

a 15 minute time period!

Check your student’s pur-

ple folder every night.  Im-

portant  information is sent 

home through their fold-

ers. 

Doors do not open for 

breakfast until 8:15am.   

Students not going to 

breakfast should not be 

dropped off until 8:30am—

there is no adult on duty 

until that time!!
