Please keep in mind that our school day ends at 3:45pm.  Our 

BCSD Handbook policy regarding changes to dismissal is be-

low.   

“Incoming calls: Phone calls regarding students’ dismissal 

procedures are unacceptable unless it is an emergency situa-

tion. Please DO NOT call the school during the day with this 

type of information. Any change in your student’s established 

dismissal routine such as going to another relative or friend’s 

house, not riding the bus, change in bus stop, latchkey plans, 

etc. MUST be in writing from the parent and given to the 

classroom teacher before the tardy bell.   

Please keep in mind, the school day ends at 3:45pm. Important 

learning takes place until the very end of the day.” 

In cases of absolute emergencies, calls may be made to the of-

fice no later than 2pm.  We apologize but we will be unable to 

make changes to student dismissal after 2pm.  At times, due to 

scheduling, teaching and learning, messages may not get to the 

classroom with ample time.  If you do sign your student out 

during the school day, be prepared to show your I.D. when you 

come into the office.  Thank you for understanding.

PRIMARY ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL 

 

 

 

Just a reminder about our new traffic patterns we have in place this 
year.  We ask that ALL cars please adhere to the traffic patterns, 
even when Officer Coburn is not out there to direct traffic. 

When entering and exiting the parking lots on Shannon and Hillsdale 
(during arrival and dismissal times), we ask that cars enter by turning 
RIGHT into the lot and LEFT out of the lot.  Please be sure to use 
your turn signal.   

When dropping off students in the morning, please have your student 
ready to exit the car quickly.  Once cars pull up along the sidewalk, 
students can exit the car at the direction of staff on duty.  Be sure 
students have their book bags, lunch box and water bottle ready to 
go and have unbuckled their seat belt so they can quickly exit the 
car.  We want to make sure we keep traffic moving and get our stu-
dents inside.  Please do not text while waiting in the car pick up line.   

The doors do not open for our school until 9am due to limited super-

vision at this time.  On cold and snowy days, we will open our doors 

at 8:55am.  Please plan to have your student at school accordingly.  

We do not want them waiting outside for long periods of time in bad 

weather.
